Many of our long-time residents know intimately the details of Hurricane Season in Virginia Beach. For
those peopl e, | offer a refresher. For the new re
sibly life -saving information about what to do when facing one of our many hurricanes or tropical storms.

WHAT: 2018 Atlantic Hurricane Season

WHEN: June 1 2018 Nov 30, 2018, peaking in late August into early September, and typi-
cally again in early October.

WHY: Hurricanes happen when the oceans have been warmed during summer months.
They help move heat from warm tropical places to the cooler temperate zone, so generally
the hurricanes that make appearances in Virginia Beach are coming straight up the coast-
line from Florida to New Jersey. They tend to lose strength by the time they hit North Car-

olina, but wedre experienced some pretty gnarly storms.

WHERE: Norfolk and Virginia Beach have been listed as one of the top 5 cities on the East
Coast most vulnerable to Hurricanes...Not quite because of storm intensity, though. Our ar-
ea has one of the fastest rates of sea level rise in the country. For each Hurricane past, the
area is more likely to have surgerelated impacts than the previous storm. Impermeable
coverage and sea level rise creates a perpetual state of flood risk, which are equally, if not
more damaging, than the terrifying wind strength.

HOW: Now for the important stuff...How to handle the situation. General Emergency
planning will always boil down to three steps, which we will review in detail below:

1. GetaKit 2. Make a Plan 3. Stay Informed
The AKITO

Power in our neighborhood can go out for hours or days at a time during this season. A basic emergency
supply kit should include the following items and be ready to travel with you in the event of an evacuation:

3-day supply of water and non-perishable food (including pet food and infant formula if needed), battery
powered radio and flashlights, first -aid kit and medication for at least one week, extra batteries, whistle to
signal for help, emergency funds, critical paperwork (passports, birth certificates, medical records, etc),
moist towelettes, garbage bags, paper towels and toilet paper, wrench or pliers (for turning of utilities),
manual can opener, and local maps.

MAKE A PLAN 1T KNOW YOUR ZONE

The first step of your plan is to watch and wait.

Hurricane Advisory T A hurricane is on track for your location, but it is not clear yet whether it will
make contact. Conditions may cause inconveniences but are generally not lifethreatening.



Hurricane Watch i A hurricane is possible in your location within 48 hours.

Hurricane Warning 1 A hurricane is possible in your location within 36 hours, and you should wait to
hear from your local news stations whether or not it is severe enough to evacuate.

In the event it is no longer safe to remain at home, pack up your kit and wait for your zone. To ensure a
quick and safe evacuation, Virginia has created a tiered evacuation plan.The zones, designated A through
D, are designed to provide greater clarity about whether a resident should evacuate in an emergency or
shelter at home or place of business based on their address and the nature of the emergency.

In our community, only the homes on the Bay-side of Lauderdale and Ocean View are in Zone B. These
homes are the second wave of properties to be evacuated based on the risk of storrsurge flooding. The rest
of the community is located in Zone C. While zones won't always be evacuated in that order or one at a
time, the zone designations are based on storm surge, flooding, and meteorological data. When a storm ap-
proaches, emergency managers at the state and local level will work with local media and use social media
and other tools to notify residents of impacted zones what they should do to stay safe. You just have to lis-

ten for your zone and the instructions that follow.
